MISSION TRIP TO NICARAGUA

THINGS TO TAKE:

1)   PASSPORT:   (Make a copy of the front of your passport with register number from the back noted to take with you.)                                                                 

2)   MONEY:    (To be exchanged there – CASH ONLY –  no travelers checks or money orders.)

COST OF THE TRIP:
A) Plane  Ticket plus $_325.00__. The money is to be paid to Dr. Dayton for housing,

transportation, meals, to pay those who help us, insurance, etc. 

B) You must carry $37.00 for entry and exit fees. (Must be in ones and fives as they do not make change.)

C) Money for souvenirs / gifts, extra drinks, snacks, for extra meals you may eat out

at a restaurant. (Take ones, fives and twenties.)


D)
MONEY POUCH:   You will need to purchase a money pouch with a zipper and a loop that goes on your belt, that will hold your passport and money while traveling, sightseeing or shopping. Ladies, let the men carry yours or use a money pouch that hangs around the neck or goes around the waist.

ITEMS NEEDED BY EACH TEAM MEMBER:
1) 25 Plates

2) 25 Cups

3) 8 Bowls

4) 25 sets of plastic wrapped flatware

5) 3 Towels and washcloths

6) 2 Twin bed sheets and pillow case

7) Small pillow if desired

8) Handy wipes

9) 3 Rolls of toilet tissue per person

10) Safety pins, sewing thread and needle

11) Small fan

12) Soap

13) Travel clock

14) Snacks: crackers, gum, candy, nuts, beef jerky, etc.

15) Sunscreen and insect repellent

16) Flashlight

17) Camera and plenty of film. (extra batteries)

18) Peroxide

19) Gauze and tape for gauze, Band-Aids

20) All medications must be in original prescription bottle with your name on it.
21) Medication for upset stomach. (Immodium AD, etc)

22) Flip flops for shower

23) Packing tape to wrap and bring back gifts

24) BIBLE

25) 5 rolls of paper towels per team

26) Small detergents for washing clothes and clothes pins for hanging.

(Hand washing is available for those who wish to do so.)

27) Gloves for working (if on building trip)

28) Hammer, Nail Pouch, Work Boots, Hat (if on building trip)

CLOTHING:   

It is suggested you take clothing made of natural fibers (cotton is the best) and enough for the duration of the trip. It is suggested that you take clothing that you don’t mind leaving behind for others to have there in Nicaragua.

MEN:

1) NO SHORTS except for sleeping.

2) Long pants

3) Shirts (no tank tops or slogans on shirt)

4) Dress pants and shirt for Church (no tie is necessary unless you are requested to speak.) You will need two outfits.

5) Handkerchiefs – It will be hot and there is no AC.

6) Men’s hair should be of modest length.

LADIES:
1) Dresses or skirts below the knee. (No sundresses unless they have a jacket.)

2) Blouses with sleeves.

3) You will need two outfits for church.

4) Culottes may be worn while working on construction but they need to be full having the appearance of a full skirt.

5) We ask that you do not wear shorts or pants at any time.
LUGGAGE:
1) Each person is allowed TWO (2) pieces of luggage. ONE (1) for the cargo hold and ONE (1) carry-on. Each person is to keep his or her personal items limited to one (1) bag in checked baggage plus their carry on. The other piece of checked luggage is to be used to carry supplies.

2) Your carry-on bag should contain your medications, personal items, one change of clothing, Bible, flashlight, camera, film, snacks etc. The carry-on has to fit under your seat or in the overhead compartment.

3) You should carry your passport and money on your person.

OTHER:

In the past we have taken large bags of individually wrapped candy to pass out to the local children at the churches we visit for services. Also, take some extra clothing to be left at the Bible Institute to be given to those families in need. Take some extra personal items to leave behind for the students. These need to fit into the two pieces of luggage in the cargo hold.

MISCELLEANOUS:
1) Do not drink any water or eat any food that is not prepared by the missionaries or that is not approved by them as being safe to eat or drink.

2) There will be a lack of privacy in sleeping arrangements.

3) For your protection, either use a money belt or carry your money in your front pockets.

4) We suggest that all suitcases and boxes have identifying labels or brightly colored ribbon attached to make identification of the team’s luggage easier as it comes off the conveyor belt at the airport. We use RED on the handles.

SHOTS AND MALARIA TABLETS:
1) Hepatitis “A”

2) Typhoid

3) Tetanus

4) MMR (measles, mumps, rubella)

5) If you have had Hepatitis “A” over 6 months ago, the Health Department said you need to call and see if you need a Booster Shot.

6) Go back 6 months after Hepatitis “A” for a Booster Shot.

7) Call your local Health Department and check on shots needed.

8) Call your family doctor for the prescription for the Malaria Tablets. Tell Him we will be in Nicaragua for one week. The dates are:__________________________
CONTACT PERSON:

You must have typed out before you leave, the complete NAME, ADDRESS AND TELEPHONE NUMBER for your next of kin to turn in at the airport. This is a FEDERAL REQUIREMENT.

1) Use of tobacco in any form is not permitted.

3) There should be no card playing of any kind.

4) No gambling, pool playing or dancing is permitted.

5) Pairing off between team’s youth and national youth is not permitted.

6) No rock music or quote unquote “Christian Rock: music.

7) If you are preparing to engage in some action of a questionable nature or that could be misconstrued or misunderstood by the nationals, we urge you to consult with the resident missionary.

8) BECAUSE OF THE POTENTIAL DAMAGE TO THE WORK OF THE MISSIONARIES AND THEIR MINISTRY BY ANY FAILURE TO OBSERVE THESE GUIDELINES, WE ASK THAT YOU SEARCH YOUR HEART AND DECIDE HONESTLY WHETHER OR NOT YOU WILL BE ABLE TO ABIDE BY THESE GUIDELINES WHILE ON THE FIELD OF SERVICE. IF THESE GUIDELINES ARE NOT ADHERED TO ONCE YOU ARE IN THE COUNTRY OF NICARAGUA, YOU WILL BE ASKED TO LEAVE.
