John 7:12  And there was much murmuring
among the people concerning him: for some
said, He is a good man: others said, Nay; but
he deceiveth the people. 

John 7:40-41  Many of the people therefore,
when they heard this saying, said, Of a truth
this is the Prophet. [41] Others said, This is the
Christ. But some said, Shall Christ come out of
Galilee? 

Malachi 4:5  Behold, I will send you Elijah the
prophet before the coming of the great and
dreadful day of the Lord: 

Deut. 18:15   The Lord thy God will raise up
unto thee a Prophet from the midst of thee, of
thy brethren, like unto me; unto him ye shall
hearken; 

Galatians 1:11-12  But I certify you, brethren,
that the gospel which was preached of me is
not after man. [12] For I neither received it of
man, neither was I taught it, but by the
revelation of Jesus Christ. 

John 6:45  It is written in the prophets, And
they shall be all taught of God. Every man
therefore that hath heard, and hath learned of
the Father, cometh unto me.

1 John 5:5   Who is he that overcometh the
world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the
Son of God? 

1 Cor. 15:55   O death, where is thy sting? O
grave, where is thy victory? 

John 20:23   Whose soever sins ye remit, they
are remitted unto them; and whose soever sins
ye retain, they are retained. 

John 20:31  But these are written, that ye
might believe that Jesus is the Christ, the Son
of God; and that believing ye might have life
through his name. 
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
